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Children’s Somme Garden


Our sculpture is now in place in the garden. The sculpture is called “New Day”. The front of the piece shows two children, one boy and one girl who face the horizon watching the sun rise from the sea. The feature not only commemorates the lives lost at The Somme but also looks to the future through the Children of Cloughey.


The sculpture is placed on such a position that on the 1st July (the start of the Battle of the Somme) the rising sun will cast its rays directly onto the piece. 


The sculpture was in position in time for the annual Somme Memorial service held at 8am on 11th November. The short service was attended by local people, relatives of the fallen and representatives of both the 16th (Irish) and 36th (Ulster) Divisions.

Santa Claus has many different names around the world including Father Christmas in the UK, Pere Noel in France, Kriss Kringle in Germany, La Befana in Italy, Julinesse in Denmark, Dedushka Moroz (meaning Grandfather Frost) in Russia and the Three Kings in Spain and Mexico.


The Advent Wreath is the widely recognized symbol of Advent. The wreath is made of a circle of evergreen branches laid flat to symbolize eternal life. Four candles (traditionally red) stand in the circle and each one represents one of the four Sundays of Advent. In the centre of the circle is a fifth candle (traditionally white), the Christ Candle, which is lit on Christmas Day.

Have you ever noticed how full your bin is over the Christmas period? Do you ever find that you need extra bin bags to keep all the rubbish in because your bin is overflowing? 





This year why not try using your blue and brown bins more? It has come to the attention of CDCA that residents are confused over what can be put into your recycling (blue) bin and your compost (brown). We hope the following guide from Ards Borough Council will help you to use your blue bin more and reduce the amount of rubbish that goes into your big black bin.

Christmas Postal scam – Notice from Police, Royal Mail and Trading Standards


A card is posted through your door from a company called PDS (Parcel Delivery Service) suggesting that they were unable to deliver a parcel and that you need to contact them on 0906 661 1911 (a premium rate number). DO NOT call this number, as this is a mail scam originating from Belize. If you call the number you start to hear a recorded message and will already have been billed £15 for the phone call. If you receive a card with these details, then please contact Royal Mail fraud on 02072396655 or ICSTIS (the premium rate service regulator) at � HYPERLINK "http://www.icstis.org.uk" ��www.icstis.org.uk�

Recycling ideas (tips from Friends of the Earth)


Water bottles: purchase a water filter to get taint-free drinking water, instead of buying bottled of water. This will not only help to reduce your waste, and the transport burden on the environment, but will save you money. The filters can be recycled, by sending back to Britta by freepost.


Batteries: don't buy disposable batteries, buy a charger and rechargeable batteries. It takes 50 times the energy contained within batteries to make them.


Lightbulbs: use energy efficient bulbs. They can last 8 times longer.

They take individual donations of computers as well as donations from large companies. They offer free data wiping, take full legal liabilities, hold the Environment Agency certificates on handling hazardous waste and by donating to them, the donor will be fully complying with the forthcoming WEEE directive.

Junk mail: reduce paper waste by registering with the national Mailing Preference Service.
